Before Christ, the world called out to 
God (in the words of David, King of 
Israel), "How long, O Lord? Will you 
be angry forever? Will your jealous 
wrath burn like fire? "  
(Psalm 79.5)  
 Easter is the once -for -all - time answer to this 
question. Jesus took our  place on the cross to ap-
pease God's righteous anger. He went alone to be 
punished: separated from God and deserted by his 
friends. The drama of how this happened is the story 
of Lent. ... Before the Resurrection comes crucifix-
ion; before crucifixion comes prosecution; before 
prosecution comes betrayal, doubt, fear, rebellion, 
and sin.  
 Lent helps us experience our part in the Pas-
sion (suffering) of Jesus. We face our humanity dur-
ing Lent: we learn that sin still dwells in us, that we 
still carry darkness. We learn that we, like his disci-
ples, would likely have fallen asleep as Jesus prayed 
for deliverance in the garden, and, also, that we 
would likely have denied knowing him as he silently 
accepted his death sentence.   
  The season of a Lent is a highlight in the 
Catholic calendar. An opportunity for "spiritual self 
improvement", Lent focuses on an increased empha-
sis on prayer, fasting and almsgiving. In the weeks 
ahead, we will work to provide you with resources 
and information on how to use the season of Lent as 
a wonderful preparation period for the joy of Easter 
and the Resurrection.  
 Lent is a special time when you can share the 
concepts of prayer and giving with your children. 
Take family time each day to offer devotional 
prayers. Consider as a family how you might help 
others in need by giving of your time or resources.
